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„Jetting“ of anaerobic Adhesives

Progress in dispensing Technique: LIQUIDYN GmbH enables new Production Methods

LIQUIDYN GmbH sets new standard in dispen- sing technique by not contacting the work piece: Anaerobic adhesives like the LOCTITE 648 can now be superbly deposited in a non-contacting manner, due to a newly developed dispensing head.

In this context, “non-contacting” means, that a very small drop of a medium will be deposited on a work piece over a distance up to several millimeters between nozzle exit and work piece. 

To achieve this, especially in the case with the above mentioned adhesive, the use of suitable materials for the fluid wetted valve components on the one side and optimization of the valve dynamic on the other side, was necessary.

The main problem in the past, when jet-dispen-sing anaerobic media, was the fact, that these media, when coming into contact with the metal-lic valve components in combination with the valve-pestel-dynamic, led to a hardening reac-tion of the medium.

With the above optimization process of valve materials and valve dynamic, LIQUIDYN was able to smartly overcome the conflicting physical conditions.
The demands of production in industry, with regard to dispensing smallest amounts of media, are continuously growing. Aside from anaerobic adhesives, dispensing of high viscous media like epoxy resins or greases down to low viscous media like instant glues, solvents and other critical media, is possible.

The trend for non-contacting dispension of adhesives and other media is continuing.
